9:00 – 9:30	Welcome Greetings
· Attendee introductions were given.
· Landon Brown discussed current status of vacancies on CAP membership.
· Matt Grant began a discussion of power plant fly ash and bottom ash, mercury
 	control, and new effluent limitation guidelines being an emerging issue worthy
of discussion.
· Dan Coolidge began a discussion of reclamation bonding requirements for wind generating facilities, and impacts associated with delays in releasing reclamation bonds.
· Landon Brown discussed recent personnel changes in WDEQ, specifically changes in Administrator positions.  New Land Quality Administrator is Kyle Wendtland. New Solid and Hazardous Waste Administrator is Luke Esch.

9:30 – 10:00	AQD Rules Upcoming/Newly Released
· Mike Morris provided a regulatory update via telephone.
· Recent rulemaking and guidance have been completed.
· Revisions to WDEQ Practices and Procedures (Chapter 1 Section 16) to meet federal Clean Air Act requirements related to Conflict of Interest.
· Regulatory goal for 2016 is to clean up the regulatory language and get SIPs approved.
· Revisions to Minor Source Oil & Gas Production facility permitting guidance and Presumptive BACT.
· Future Rulemaking for August AQAB updating and incorporation by reference and correcting typographical errors.
· Chapter 5 NSPS and NESHAP to be pulled into state regulations for incinerators at Hospitals.
· Determine if any applicable Commercial/Municipal waste combustor emission sources exist in the state based on source definitions.
· Revive dormant issue of Sheridan Non-Attainment designation for Particulate Matter. Area has been designated as Non-Attainment since 1987 and the goal is to re-designate it and left the current construction ban.
· EPA July Regional Haze Rule, request extension of public comment period.  Waiting for guidance from EPA.  Infrastructure SIP through June 6 hearing and getting ready to submit to EPA.
· Dan Coolidge asked about Chapter 10 regulations and guidance related to open burning requirements for agricultural burning.

10:00 – 11:00	Environmental Stewardship Program/Award
· Landon Brown presented the list of finalists for the Environmental Stewardship award and discussed the screening process used to develop the list of finalists.
· The list contained the names of five finalists, of which one, Campbell County Walmart was excluded due to their failure to provide backup data and information to support their claim of stewardship.  The four remaining finalists were:
· Loaf ‘n Jug – pro-active buried pipe replacement
· Cheyenne YMCA – multi-media building efficiency improvement
· Tesoro Logistics – engine testing and NOx/VOC emission reduction
· Simon Contractors – install new scrubbers and hoods to reduce fugitive particulate emissions
· CAP members voted and selected Simon Contractors as the recipient of the Environmental Stewardship Award, and recommended that the other finalists be provided with letters of acknowledgement.

11:00 – 12:00 Roundtable Discussion
· Landon Brown described upcoming WDEQ outreach efforts for cement plants
using fly ash amendments that may be encountering NPDES and SWMP compliance issues related to mercury, lead, and other metals.  The issues may be related to inconsistencies between the NPDES permit discharge limits and the effluent limitations in the SWMP guidance.  In some cases, the SWMP effluent limitations are lower than the allowable NPDES permit discharge limits, so a facility may be in compliance with NPDES while exceeding the SWMP limitations.
· Other topics briefly mentioned during the roundtable included Grant Requests for Federal Areas of Interest, Greenhouse Gases, Food Manufacturing Facilities (meat processing), and Government Building Energy Sources.
