Based on the April 18, 2008 LQD inspection, the Remedial Action No. 1 work for Violations 1,
2, and 3 of 3 were field verified. Based on the March 18, 2008 receipt of the channel-inlet
redesigns for SP 29-24-3 and 11-24-3 (TFN 5 6/026), the Remedial Action No. 2 work for
Violations 1 and 2 of 3 was satisfied. Abatement for violation 3 of 3, and Remedial Action Nos.
1 and 2 for Violations 1 and 2 of 3 were deemed complete in a 5/5/08 letter from the LQD to
Arch.

The inlet design work for SP 29-24-3 and 11-24-3 was approved in a 9/23/08 e-mail from the
LQD to Arch (TFN 5 6/026). The 9/23/08 written approval of the inlet/channel design criteria
started the Abatement deadline time schedule for the Remedial Action No. 3A field work for
Violations 1 and 2 of 3. Drainage installation work was completed on November 5 and 6, 2008,
and field verified by Jonathan Stauffer, LQD District I Surface-Water Hydrologist, on November
6, 2008. Therefore, Remedial Action No. 3A for Violations 1 and 2 of 3 were completed and
satisfied. Additional information is contained in the November 2008 Inspection Report.
Reseeding and mulching of disturbed areas associated with the remediation work at SP 11-24-3
and 29-24-3 was field verified on December 10, 2008 by Richard Vincent, LQD Scientist 2.
Remedial Action No. 3B for Violations 1 and 2 of 3 is therefore deemed complete and satisfied.
Additional information is contained in the December 2008 Inspection Report. Since all remedial
actions and abatement work required under Notice of Violation No. 100557 (Docket No. 4176-
07) has been completed, this NOV has been terminated.

As noted in the May 5, 2008 Approval of Remedial Action Nos. 1 and 2, TFN 5 6/026 was
handled as a Non-significant revision (NSR). This NSR was approved on December 4, 2008.
