Is this application for an Addition to an Existing Septic System — OR —is it for a New
Septic System at a.New Location ?? - the question has arisen as to whether or not
this application is for completely new construction or planned to be an additionto an
existing septic system. The application worksheets, calculations, drawings are all
presented as if this were all new construction, except for one place on the
application form where it says “additional rooms and new roof’. This brings into
guestion are the 3 bedrooms designed for in the application just the 3 additional
bedrooms or the iotal number of bedrooms after the expansion is done. After
gefting a copy of the building permit application from Carbon County it looks like
there are 3 bedrooms in the planned addition and 2 or 3 bedrooms in the existing
house structure — making a total of 5 or 6 bedrooms. Upon checking with the
applicant and the contractor they both said it was planned to connect the new
addition to the existing septic system and add on to the leachfield. However, this is
not how the application was presented.

Description of Existing Septic System Required - before an additional wastewater

load can be evaluated to be added to the existing septic system, and if or how it

needs to be expanded, the existing system needs to be described in some detail.

What is needed to be known is:

- what is the size, dimensions, and capacity of the existing septic tank, and/or
brand name and model,

- is the existing system a trench or bed type leachfield, and provide the
dimensions of the leachfield(length & width & depth) and the width and
spacing of trenches,

- a cross-section drawing of the leachfield or a typical trench is needed to
evaluate the capacity of the system. Describe the different types of materials
used in the construction, the placement and thickness of these layers, and
the placement of perforated pipes or chambers. |f the make and model of
the chamber can be identified this is very helpful, otherwise measure the
width and height of the chamber.

Design Information Needed to be Clarified - first, what will the total number of
rooms designed to be used as bedrooms be in the completed project? Not the
number of rooms that you are planning to use as bedrooms now because one will
be used as an office or a sewing room; but the number of rooms architecturally
designed as bedrooms. Next, is the percolation test data new data, and where were
the perc test holes located relative to the existing septic system?

More Detailed Site-Plan Needed - a more detailed site —plan is needed to show the
information requested above and with all components identified and labeled as
“existing” or “new” or "addition”. Include the existing house footprint and the
addition footprint on the site-plan.

1. Redo Leachfied Trench Layout - the single trench 390 feet long is too long to work
properly and is rejected. At that length the back half or even more will probably
never get wet from any effluent. The DEQ / Water Quality Division (WQD) strongly
recommends that no individual trenches be longer than 100 feet. Therefore, a four
trench feachfield layout with trenches at least 98 feet long is required, instead
of the single trench proposed. Additionally, the site plan showed the 390 foot long
single trench as being 90 feet before the septic tank and 300 feet after the septic




tank. All of the leachfield perforated pipe trench shall be after the septic tank.
The pipe flowing into the septic tank shall be solid pipe. A blank “Four Trench
Pipe Leachfield” detail sheet and a blank *Site Plan” sheet are included so that you
can redo the leachfield layout to meet these requirements.

2. Make a New Site Plan Drawing - a new site plan will need to be redrawn to show

the changes in the size, shape, and dimensions of the leachfield resulting from the
changes in Iltem #1 above. Also, please include on the updated site plan the
approximate distances from the house to each of the two creeks, and also include a
North arrow on the site plan.

If the
applicant fails to provide the requested information within six months the
incomplete application shall be returned.

COMMENTS, INADEQUACIES, AND QUESTIONS:

1. Seasonally High Groundwater(GW) tog Shallow - the application reports on page 2
that the seasonally high GW is only 5 feet below the ground surface. This is too
shallow for a standard leachfield with the bottom at 4 feet deep(as indicated on the
detail sheet), which leaves only one foot of soil between the bottom of the leachfield




and the high GW level. The regulations require a minimum of 4 feet of suitable soil
between the bottom of the leachfield and the high GW level.

If the high GW level is truly at 5 feet below the ground surface, then the leachfield
design and construction will have to be some variation of a mounded, modified
mound, or at-grade leachfield to meet the 4 feet requirement. On the other hand, if
you think that the 5 feet below ground surface high GW level may be incorrect, you
can have someone else more qualified than Mr. Matt Feldman or anyone at Wyo-
Con Inc. redetermine the high GW level. The qualifications of this person will need
to be approved by me before they go out to recheck the GW depth.

Chamber Bed Detail Sheet Inconsistencies - the detail sheet of the chamber bed
type leachfield indicates several problems. First, as discussed above, there is only
about 1 foot of soil between the bottom of the leachfield and the seasonally high
GW level, which is not allowed. Second, the leachfield bed is indicated to be 130
feet wide for only 5 rows of chambers, where only about 10 feet of width should be
needed. And lastly, with five rows of chambers a Distribution Box (D-box) must be
used at the head of the leachfield to divide the effluent equally into the 5 rows of
chambers, and none is indicated.

Project_ Summary: The permittee is requesting a 5-year, individual UIC permit to inject coalbed
methane (CBM) produced waters in order to enhance CBM production. The receiving geologic
formation is the Tertiary Paleocene Fort Union Formation. The permittee is proposing to produce
the CBM water from both the Smith and Wyodak coal seams, combine the produced waters, and
then inject the water into the Wyodak coal seam. The goal of the project is to restore water to the
Wyodak coal seam. '

The project area has a total of 176 wells that will produce water and methane. Thirty-two of those
wells are completed in the Wyodak and are to be used for injection. The requested maximum
injection rate is 3,570 barrels per day (BPD) for the al of the injection wells. Approximately 81% of
the injection water is initially estimated to come from the Smith coal seam and the remaining 19%
to come from the Wyodak coal seam. Once the system has reached an equilibrium state, the
amount of water produced from the Wycdak will equal what is re-injected into the formation. The




permittee is proposing to inject the CBM water under gravity flow and therefore not directly apply
an injection pressure at the surface.

Groundwater Classification: The water quality data for the receiving Wyodak zone is adequate to
classify groundwater as Class Ill by quality. However the injectate water quality data does not cover
the constituents under Wyoming Water Quality Rules and Regulations (WWQRR) Chapter 8, Table 1.
Please provide WDEQ with a representative injectate sample covering Chapter 8, Table 1
constituents. Please also sample the formation groundwater and injectate for Total Coliform,
Sulfate Reducing Bacteria, and Iron Fixing Bacteria. This information is required before a permit can
be issued.

The area of review shows that there are domestic use wells that may be affected by this operation.
Therefore the classification of groundwater by use is Class I.

Monitoring: The monitoring program will have to have several components: (a} injection volume
and pressure, {b} Injectate quality, {c) water level monitoring, and {d) pressure falloff testing.

The injection volume will have to be monitored both for the individual wells and the area permit as
a whole. The total area injection cannot exceed the 3,570 BPD requested in the application. Also,
the individual well injection rates cannot exceed the rates listed in Exhibit E-3 of the application.
There is some discrepancy on the injection pressure for the permit. The process description in the
application implies that no pressure will be applied to the injected water. However, page 23 refers
to a maximum pressure of 15 psi. It seems reasonable that some type of pressure will be applied to
the system (from elevation changes and/or pumping of water through the pipelines). Please be
specific about where this pressure is coming from and what limiting injection pressure the permittee
is requesting.

Injectate water quality must be analyzed on a quarterly basis. Injectate sampling must be set up so
that each individual mixture or stream of injectate is sampled before injection into the wells, Please
provide a plan and/or diagram depicting the proposed mixture of CBM produced water and where it
will be injected. If it is more appropriate, the injectate can always be sampled from the individuai
wellheads. However, WDEQ encourages less redundant sampling if it can be accomplished. The
injectate will have to be sampled for thase items on page 20 of the application.

Has the possibility of formation agitation been addressed? There could be a water guality concern if
the injection could cause some type of increase in turbidity.

Water level monitoring will be done with the same schedule as the injectate water quality sampling.
At the end of each year, a map is to be provided demonstrating the approximate change in water
levels from before operation and at the current time. This way, the area of review can be checked
annually to make sure that additional groundwater sources are not affected. This type of




monitoring is discussed in the application. Please provide a monitoring plan that includes which
wells are to have water level measurements (all 176 project wells, just the injection wells, etc).

Traditional CBM injection wells are required to perform one-time pressure falloff tests. These tests
and their analysis aid WDEQ and the operator in estimating reservoir parameters. Please submit a
plan to complete this test within the first year of operation after the permit is granted. WDEQ is
requesting that a minimum of one well per section have a pressure falloff test performed.

Notice of Intent: Please send a certified notice of intent to all water right owners and the other oil
and gas operators located within the area of review. Send WDEQ a copy of the certifications.

Confining Zone: Please provide more detailed information on the confining zone directly above the
Wyodak coal seam to receive the injectate. Please include a geologic description as well as the
properties of the confining zone that demonstrate that the injected water will remain in the
intended receiving zone. ‘

Mechanical Integrity: WDEQ would prefer at this time that the injection wells be mechanically
tested by pressuring up the well. However, a specific pressure is not an inherent requirement.
WDEQ agrees that the wells should not be pressured up above 70% of the burst pressure of the
casing, while still demonstrating integrity. Please provide reasonable pressures for testing the wells
and the reasoning behind choosing those pressures.

Domestic Water Supply Wells: Exhibit E-5 has all of the groundwater and surface water rights within
the area of review. There are 4 wells with a listed domestic use where the screen interval is
unknown. Please look further into these wells to obtain the screened interval. This may affect the
classification of groundwater by use. '

Previcus Pilot Study: Please provide a copy of written correspondence between Patriot/Luca and
the Wyoming Oil and Gas Conservation Commission (WOGCC) regarding the pilot study that
occurred between 2006 and 2010.

REVIEW COMMENTS:

1. Technical Engineering Review Extent: Paradise Guest Ranch is a seasonal guest ranch that can house
a total of 110 people. Seventy people are ranch guests and 40 are staff members. The peak use of
the ranch occurs between May and September. The current septic system was originally built under
permit to construct 83-333R. Later, the facility was covered under the general UIC permit 5E3-98-1.




Since new construction of the septic system is being proposed, the facility will have to be covered
under an individual UIC permit.

The current application shows 3 existing septic tanks that have an estimated total capacity of 5,500
gallons (based on an estimated 3,666 gallon per day (gpd} design flow rate). There is an existing
leachfield located north of the proposed replacement fields that is to be abandoned.

The proposed peak daily flow rate is 6,520 gpd from the total 110 people who may stay at the guest
ranch during the summer season. The application appears to have a new grease trap installed, then
utilizes the 3 existing septic tanks and some of the existing sewer piping. New sewer piping will be
installed down gradient of the existing septic tanks. The new sewer piping proposed is 8 inch PVC.
Wastewater is proposed to gravity flow to two, 2,000 gallon septic tanks connected in series. From
the septic tanks, effluent is proposed to gravity flow into a distribution box. The distribution box will
separate the effluent into 3 equal streams and be dispersed in 3 leachfields. Each leachfield will be
constructed of high capacity infiltrators, contain 2,400 linear feet of leachfield and be constructed in
a trench configuration. '

Wastewater Flow Rates: What is the cause of the increased loadings on the septic system? Are the
accommodations for the total 110 users planned or current values? Are there any additional plans
for growth of the ranchin the future? Are the existing leachfields showing any signs of failure?

The design wastewater flow rates for the restaurant do not appear to be accurate. Wyoming Water
Quality Rules and Regulations (WWQRR} Chapter 11, Part D, Section 34 Table 1 has two different
flow rates for restaurants. One rate is 6 gpd per meal only for kitchen wastes. The other flow raie is
13 gpd per meal including kitchen wastes and toilet use. Unless the restaurant does not have a
bathroom for guests, the restaurant flow rate needs to be 13 gpd per meal plus what is added for
the bar.

Sewer Piping: On sheet 2 of 2 the proposed 8" PVC has a very low slope of 0.06% between MH1 and
MH2. Please submit a variance request for the low slope sewer.

Septic Tanks: Has the condition of the existing septic tanks been inspected? Do they appear to be in
good shape? Have the tanks been pumped and properly maintained?

The proposed tanks and layout do not meet all of the configuration requirements. According to
WWQRR Chapter 11, Part D, Section 39 (a) (iii) the length to width ration must be at least 2:1.
Please provide details on the inlet and outlet bafftes. The tank must have 20% additional depth for
storage above the liquid depth. Also, the first partition of the septic tank must contain 50% of the
total required volume. The current septic tank layout does not meet this requirement. Finally,
provide details on septic tank placement. Septic tanks must he placed on firm bedding to prevent
settling.




On sheet 1 there is an existing 500 gallon septic tank north of the “Proposed French Creek Cabins”.
What flows into and out of this septic tank? Will this tank have any further use? If not it needs to
be properly abandoned.

Interceptor: Please provide calculations for sizing the oil and grease interceptor. According to

WWQRR Chapter 11, section 39 (c), interceptors must have at least 2 compartments. Also, provide
dimensions of the manway accesses. Please also provide sufficient sewer line details at the
restaurant that shows kitchen wastes going to the grease trap and toilet wastes bypassing the
grease trap. )

Plugging and Abandonement: The existing system appears to have 2 dosing tanks for the two
leachfields from application 83-333R. How will these tanks be abandoned? When septic and dosing
tanks are abandoned, the fluids need to be pumped out of them. Then holes need to be punched in
the bottom of the tank {so fluids don’t again build up). The last step is to fill the tanks with pea
gravel. The purpose of the pea gravel is to prevent the hazard of an open, underground tank. Other
options for abandoning tanks are to remove them and backfill or crush the tank and backfill.

Soil Exploration: The application describes 2 test pits that were excavated 1o a depth of 8 feet. Two
test pits are labeled on Sheet 2, however, there is no identification between Pit 1 and Pit 2. Please
label thase accordingly. Also, were any photos taken of the test pit exploration? If any were taken,
please provide these.

Sheet 2 also identifies percolation tests and that 6 were run, However, the results of those tests do
not appedr to be in the application package. Please provide a description of the tests and the data
of the completed percolation tests. Make sure to label the corresponding percolation tests an sheet
2,

Cleanouts: Please provide a detail for the proposed cleanouts indicated cn sheet 2.

Leachfield: According to Ch. 11 Section 41 a replacement leachfield area must be shown on the
plans. Please add this to the sheets.

How will the distribution piping be perforated (location, size of holes, distance between holes)?

The leachfield distribution piping must be designed to evenly distribute the wastewater. The
proposed piping network in the individual leachfields does not appear to accomplish this. Please
redesign the leachfield distribution to evenly distribute the wastewater.

- Finally, please provide calculations for sizing the leachfield.

Percolation Rate Incorrectly Determined - the percolation(perc) rate determined
from the perc test data in the application package was not calculated correctly. In
the application the perc rate was calculated as the total of all of the time intervals
divided by the total of all of the interval water level drops{sum time int./sum water
level drops). This leads to a calculated perc rate that is too fast because the water
level drops during the early time intervals are almost always larger than the water
level drops of the ending time intervals.

The correct way to calculate the perc rate is to first observe the water level
drops until they are consistent for three consecutive intervals{within 1/8 inch). After
this consistency has been reached, the perc rate is calculated as the time
interval(singular) divided by the final water level drop during the last time interval
(time intervalffinal water level drop), see Appendix A of Part D, Chapter 11 of the
Water Quality Rules & Regulations(WQR&R). This will yield a slower percrate than
the one submitted.

The percolation rate needs to be recalculated. The existing perc test data
appears to still be useable.

Minimum Required Leachfield Size - after an acceptable perc rate is determined
from Item #1 above, the minimum leachfield size will need to be recaiculated using
the appropriate loading rate factor. Also, the previous submittal proposed using
“Infiltrator’ brand High Capacity(HC) chamber units which have an equivalent area
of 45 sffunit in a french layout. A value of 48 sf/unit was mistakenly used in the
calculations, resulting in the leachfield being undersized.

Equal Effluent Distribution Throughout Leachfield Area Required - in order for this
wastewater disposal system to work closely to how it is designed, great care will
have to be taken to make sure that the effluent is distributed relatively equally over
the entire leachfield area. The proposed method of having a gravity driven 4”
diameter PVC pipe run down the center of the leachfields with 8 pairs of trenches
branching off perpendicularly(one to the left and one right) through a series of 4” by
4’ cross fittings will not accomplish this desired result. Even if this piping distribution
structure could be constructed perfectly level(which it can't), it would not be able to
divide the oncoming effiuent flow as desired.

There will be very few situations in which the entire 4” center pipe and cross fittings
are 100% full to the top. There will be conditions where the effluent flow will either
approach as just a dribble of a flow, or maybe a small surge of 5 or 10 or 20 gallons.
The method of achieving equal flow distribution must be able to operate equally
well under all possible flow conditions. An effective and practical flow distribution



system needs to be developed. There are a range of possibilities for accomplishing
this, such as:

- gravity controlled dosing tanks, or

- a branching “2 by 2 by 2"(tee after tee after tee) header pipe grid, or
- an “adjustable flow” distribution box or set of d-boxes, or

- a full pressure distribution system, or

- a combination hybrid system, or

- any other viable method.

This permit proposes to authorize the continued injection of an average of 2,880 gallons per day
(gpd) and a maximum of 4,800 gpd primary treated domestic sewage into two (2) existing septic
systems. One leachfield is termed the East System and receives domestic wastewater from 8 cabins
for students and counselors. The East System is authorized to inject an average of 2,580 gpdand a
maximum of 4,300 gpd. The second system is the West System and receives domestic waste from
camp living quarters. The West System is authorized to inject an average of 300 gpd and a
maximum of 500 gpd. The primary treated wastewater is injected into the Paintrock Creck
Alluvium. The shallowest groundwater is approximately 10 feet below ground surface.

The groundwater in the Paintrock Creek Alluvium is classified as Class I according to Wyoming
Water Quality Rules and Regulations, Chapter 8. This classification is made because the ambient
groundwater quality information submitted from a previous permit complies with Class I ground
water standards. Within the area of review there is a domestic water supply well, but it is several
hundred feet deep and will not be affected by the shallow leachfields. Groundwater of Class I shall
not be degraded to make it unusable as a source of water. An aquifer that contains less than 10,000
mg/I. total dissolved solids (and is not exempted) can be considered an underground source of
drinking water.

The proposed permit requires that the permittee monitor the injection and submit periodic reports.
Monitoring is designed to show that there will not be a groundwater standards violation as a result of
this injection. Underground Injection Control regulations require that each permitied injection well
be reviewed thoroughly at least every five (5) years in addition to the normal review done quarterly.

Other tentative determinations have been made by the State of Wyoming relative to conditions to be
imposed on the permit. These conditions will assure that useable water of the State will be protected

and applicable provisions of State statutes and regulations will be followed.
